The Appl eFax Modem manual inplies that the nodemallows a Macintosh file to
be transferred fromone Maci ntosh to another Macintosh via two Appl eFax
Mbdens at 9600 baud. |Is this accurate?
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Page 92 of the "Appl eFax Mbdem User's Cuide" states the foll ow ng:

"I'f you want, you can use a conmuni cations application as long as you're
conmuni cating with anot her Appl eFax Modem A comuni cations application
lets you transnmit Macintosh files, type nessages back and forth, and use
t he nodem conmmands descri bed in Appendi x B."

The manual goes on to say (on page 92) what communi cati ons paraneters the
Appl eFax Modem requires for successful use a 9600- baud nodem

This means that the Appl eFax Mbdem allows you to transnmit Macintosh files
(text files, MacPaint files, PICT files, and so on) to another Maci ntosh at
9600 baud as long as both nodens are Appl eFax Modenms. It is not necessary
for both Appl eFax Mbdens to be using the sane conmuni cations software as

I ong they support the sane transfer protocol

The Appl eFax Modem does support a subset of the Hayes "AT" conmand set.
