| had the sending end retransmit and was able to read the docunent the second
tinme with no problenms, but this tine it was 127K Previously, | had been
unabl e to read an Appl eFax docunent although it showed up as an Appl eFax
Docunent .

Is there a problemw th this configuration or with this transmtting Fax? Have
you had any reports of a simlar nature? |Is there anything I can do?

Since the problemis intermttent, we suspect that |ine noise is the cause--not
an inconpatibility between the Appl eFax Modem and the NEC Fax machine. If there
was an actual inconpatibility, you would not be able to receive the docunent
successfully. The Appl eFax Modem has the capability to drop down from 9600
baud to 4800 baud in the case of line problens, but it is not unconmon to have
connections that do not support 4800 baud reliably. W suspect that this had
happened in this case, and the only suggestion we have is to ensure the use of
clean lines fromthe transmtting machine to the nbodem
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
