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I have tried file transfers between two Appl eFax Mbdens usi ng comuni cations
software at 9600 baud. | tried Mcrophone Il to Mcrophone Il and MacTer m na
2.3 to Mcrophone Il. In all cases, | was given error nessages or found the
system hung. Wy is this happeni ng?
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After sone extensive testing, we concluded is that you are better off using the
Appl eFax application for file transfers instead of using third-party termnina
software. Third-party software does work, but it is nuch sl ower.

The Appl eFax Modem has built-in error correction, rendering the error
correction perforned by M croPhone, Red Ryder, MacTerm nal, and so on
redundant. Furthernore, adding those additional |ayers of protocols and error
correction on top of the built-in error correction slows your transm ssions
down and potentially subjects you to tinmeout errors (which is probably what you
are encountering), conpounded by any noise on the lines.

For exanple, transmitting a .5MB file with the Appl eFax application required
approximately 14 mnutes. Transmitting that same file using McroPhone Il 2.0
using their YMODEM MacBi nary Protocol Transfer Setting was stated by the
program s status screen to require over 400 nminutes! (Transmitting the sane
file using YMODEM G woul d take approximately 3 hours.)

We didn't wait the nearly 7 hours to verify that it would take that |ong,
because that status screen has been relatively accurate in the past. W did,
however, monitor the file transfer for 20 nminutes and nultiplied the remaining
nunber of bytes to be transferred by the transfer rate. W observed the
extrenmely slow transfer rate and are convinced it would take a very long tine.
During the 20 minutes we nonitored the file transfer, there were no errors
reported, nor were there any errors reported with the numerous ot her snal
files we transferred using nany of the other M croPhone transfer settings.
Though the files transferred successfully, the file transfers took much | onger
t han when usi ng the Appl eFax software.

If you want to continue using M croPhone or MacTerninal, we reconmend using
YMODEM: G or MacBinary, respectively, as they do error correction |less often



than the other options and don't use the other additional error correction
options, |ike CRC
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
