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If you attenpt to send a break signal to a renpte host with the Macintosh
Power Book Fax/Data Mddem it won't pass the break signal to the host. Instead,
it causes the nodemto go back to conmand state

How do you pass a break signal to the host without putting the nodeminto its
conmand st ate?
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Unfortunately, any attenpt to transnmit a break signal with the Macintosh
Power Book Fax/ Data Modem al ways results in the nbdem going into conmand st ate.
It won't send the break signal to the host.

Many nodens allow you to change break handling so you can determni ne whether the
nodem enters conmand state or sinply passes the break signal. The Power Book
Fax/ Dat a Modem doesn't do this.
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
