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When ot her vendors claim600 dpi or higher, they are usually referring to
a conbi nati on of hardware (the true resolution of the scanner itself) and
software interpolation. The OneScanner's hardware resolution is 300 dpi
which is nore than adequate for the majority of conmon scanning, even for
hi gh-end printers such as imagesetters.

As for software interpolation, the OQoto software allows scaling up to

16, 000 dpi, which is nmuch higher than anything comonly used. Wat natters
