
Apple Scanner: How To Get Straight Lines

TOPIC -----------------------------------------

This article explains how to get horizontal and vertical lines straight when
scanning. (This applies primarily to line art images.)

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------

After previewing the image, use the selector tool to focus on an area that has
a vertical or horizontal line.  Select the Threshold setting and the Settings
window appears.  Click the Apply button and view the current alignment of the
original image on the scanner bed.

If the scanned line is not straight, lift the scanner lid, rotate the original
slightly, and click again on Apply.  Repeat this until the horizontal or
vertical line is straight.  When the line is straight, put the lid down and
scan the entire page.

The scanned lines now should be straight (assuming the original is straight).
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
