Using a video canera to scan flat objects usually induces a snmall anount of
curvature due to the canmera lens optics. This is not noticeable when a video
canera is used for scanning three-di nensi onal objects. However, the curvature
may becone unaccept abl e when used with two-di mensional itens.

Most people feel that using the transparency to create a high-quality

phot ographic print and then scanning the print on a color, flatbhed scanner to
be a nore efficient nmethod. The Howtek Scanmaster, Truvel's TruScan TZ-3C
famly, and the Sharp JX-300 or JX-450 work well with this technique.
