al so affects the colors that we see.

e There is a limtation of the ink and the col or space that can be produced by
printers. Basically, all printers (including non-Apple color printers) in this
price range can only produce a subset of the CMYK col or space. Wth sone
programnms, you may be able to nmodify the CWYK values to alter the nunbers a bit,
whi ch may help to produce specific colors you need.

Col or Sync goes a long way in synchronizing the nonitor with the printer, so
Appl e suggests that you use Col orSync and sel ect the respective Col or Matching
Met hods for your nonitors or printers.
