Installation and Setup Tips

Foll ow the instructions in the user manual to install the Color StyleWiter 2400
software. Keep the following tips in nmnd when setting up and working with your
new sof t war e:

e If you are having problens during installation, restart with Extensions off
and try installing again.

e After installing the printing software, you nust create a desktop printer. To
do so, select the Color SW2400 in the Chooser, then close the Chooser.

e |If you have a PowerBook conputer, see "Special Information for PowerBook
Users" in the section "Telling Your Computer to Use the Color StyleWiter 2400"
in Chapter 1 of the user nanual .

« If you get the nessage, "Serial port in use by another application, please
quit the application and try again," restart your Macintosh before trying to

print again.

« If you upgrade your system software, you nust reinstall the Color StyleWiter
2400 software.

e Close the Chooser after nmmking any changes to it.

* See the Troubl eshooting chapter in the Color StyleWiter 2400 user manual for



nore i nformation.

About Desktop Printing

Your new printing software comes with Desktop PrintMnitor version 1.0.3. You
use Desktop PrintMonitor to create printer icons (or "desktop printers") on your
Maci nt osh Operating System (Mac OS) desktop. You can print a docunent by sinply
dragging it to a desktop printer icon. Desktop printers also give you nore
control over printing, including setting printing priorities and choosing
specific tinmes for printing.

Install ed Desktop Printing Files

The following files are installed for desktop printing on conputers that use
version 7.1 or later of the Mac CS:

o Desktop PrintMnitor, Desktop Printer Spooler, and Desktop Printer
Ext ensi on are placed in the Extensions fol der

e If your conputer has version 7.1.1 or 7.1.2 of the Mac OS, Finder 7.1.3
is placed in your System Folder and Finder Help 7.1.3 is placed in the
Ext ensi ons fol der

o If your systemhas version 7.1.1 or 7.1.2 of the Mac OS, these files
are placed in the Extensions folder: Thread Manager 2.1, Network
Extension 7.1.3, Macintosh Drag and Drop, and Draggi ng Enabl er

Creating Desktop Printers

You create desktop printers by selecting a printer in the Chooser. A desktop
printer icon appears on your desktop when you close the Chooser

You can drag this icon to any position you want on your desktop. You cannot nove
it off the desktop.

If you want, you can select other printers in the Chooser and create other
desktop printers for easy access. You nust close the Chooser each tinme to create
a desktop printer.

The | ast desktop printer created becones the default printer. Your docunents
will automatically be printed on the default printer.

Printing Wth Desktop Printers

You can print docunments within your applications as you normally do. You can

al so print docunents w thout |eaving the Finder, using one of the two nethods
descri bed here. These nethods are particularly efficient when you have a nunber
of docunents created by the sane application that you want to print at once.

e Drag the icons of the docunents (all created by the sane application) to
t he desktop icon of the printer you want to use.
 Select the icons of the docunents you want to print and choose the Print



command fromthe File nmenu.

The conputer will show you the Print dialog box so you can choose printing
options. Make your choices, then click the Print button.

After a few noments, the docunent starts to print. If background printing is
turned on, you can continue working while the docunent is printing.

Selecting a Default Printer

I f you have nore than one printer available, you can select which you want to
use. The printer you select is called the "default printer.” Al your docunents
will be printed on the default printer until you select a new one.

To change the default printer, use one of these three nethods:

» Drag the docunent you want to print to a desktop printer icon, and it
will automatically becone the default printer.

e Select the desktop printer icon and use the Printing nenu to set the
printer as the default.

 Select a new printer using the Chooser.

Not e:

Swi t chi ng between printers may change how nmuch information you can fit on a
page. It's best to choose a printer before you spend nuch tine fornmatting the
docunent .

Wirking Wth Desktop Printer |cons

Desktop printer icons change to indicate printing status:
You can do the following with desktop printer icons:
e Throw away the icon. Drag the icon to the Trash. You can't throw away a

desktop printer icon while the printer is printing a docunent. (You can
create another desktop printer icon for that printer whenever you like.)

Not e:
You must al ways have at |east one printer icon on your desktop. If you throw
away the last icon, it will imediately be created again.

* Renane the icon. Renane the icon as you would any other Finder icon.
Cick the nane to highlight it, then type the new nanme. This changes the
name of the icon, not the name of the printer.

e Move the icon. You may drag the icon anywhere you like on the desktop.
However, you may not nove it off the desktop.

e Create an alias for the icon. You may create an alias for the icon as



you woul d any Finder icon, by selecting the icon and choosing the Make
Alias comand fromthe File nenu. The alias may be noved anywhere on or
of f the desktop.

Moni toring Printing

If you are using background printing, you can use the desktop printer features
to nonitor and control the docunents that are waiting to print. To learn howto
turn background printing on and off, see your printer manual

To monitor the printing of documents:

Doubl e-click the desktop printer icon you're interested in.
A wi ndow opens listing the docunments that are printing or waiting to print.

WAt chi ng the status nmessages can be hel pful when troubl eshooting printing

probl enms. When nore than one job is waiting to be printed, a list of print jobs
appears in the waiting list, showing the order in which they will be printed
(when sorted by print tine.)

Choose what you'd like to do.

« To cancel a print request, select it by clicking its icon and click the
Rermove button.

You can select only the currently printing document by clicking its icon. (You
can select nmore than one itemat a time by holding down the Shift key while
clicking.) You can also drag the icon for the print request to the Trash. Note
that these nethods delete only the print request (also referred to as a spoo
file), not the docunent itself.

e To put a print request on hold, select it and click the Hold button

The print request will stay on hold until you select it again and click the
Resune button. You can al so put the docunent that's currently printing on hold
by dragging it to the list of docunents waiting to print (lower part of the

Wi ndow) .

e To indicate that a print request is urgent, select it and choose Set Print
Time fromthe Printing menu. In the dialog box that opens, click Urgent.

e To indicate that a print request should not print until a future tine, select
it and choose Set Print Tine fromthe Printing nenu. In the dial og box that
opens, click At Time, then set the time you want.



* To change the order of the items waiting to print, nove their place in the
list by dragging their titles up or down in the list.

« To sort the list of documents waiting to print, click the title of the colum
you want to sort by.

For exanple, to sort by the name of the docunent, click "Docunment Nane." (You
can al so sort by choosing the commands in the View nenu.) The colum title you
sorted by is underlined. Sorting the itens does not change the order in which
they will print. To see that order, sort by Print Tine.

e To tenporarily stop all docunents fromprinting on this printer, choose Stop
Print Queue fromthe Printing nmenu.

To resune using the printer, choose Start Print Queue fromthe Printing nenu. I|f
t he Desktop PrintMnitor window is open, you can begin printing the docunment
fromthe first page by Option-clicking the Resume button (hol di ng down the
Option key while clicking the Resune button).

Shortcut: The Printing menu for starting and stopping the print queue is
avai | abl e wi t hout opening the wi ndow for the printer, as long as the printer's
icon is selected on the desktop

» To nmove a print request fromone printer to another printer of the sanme type
(for exanple, froma StyleWiter 1200 to a StyleWiter 2400), drag the icon for
the print request to the icon of the printer where you want to nove it.

The printing software won't |let you nove a print request to an inconpatible
printer. For example, you can't nove a request froma LaserWiter printer to a
StyleWiter printer.

Turning the Manual Feed Notification On or Of

Wien you install the printer software, the Desktop PrintMnitor is set up to
notify you about manual ly feedi ng paper the sane way your PrintMnitor was set.
For exanple, if you turned off notification for manual feeding in your
PrintMonitor, the Desktop PrintMonitor will also have manual feed notification
turned of f.

If you want to change how the Desktop PrintMnitor notifies you about manua
feeding, follow this procedure:

Hol d down the Shift key and restart your conputer, keeping the Shift key
depressed until the nmessage "Extensions off" or your normal desktop appears.

Open your System Fol der and t hen open your Extensions folder



Sel ect your nmanual feed option and click OK

Restart your conputer.

Turning OFf or Renobving the Desktop Printing Software

Rerovi ng a Desktop Printer Icon

You can renove an individual desktop printer icon by dragging it into the trash.
If you have only one desktop printer, you can't get rid of the icon by dragging
it to the Trash. (The icon will reappear if you do.) To get rid of the desktop
printer, you nmust first select a different desktop printer as the default
printer and then drag the desktop printer icon to the Trash. |If you don't want
to use desktop printer icons, see "Turning Of the Desktop PrintMnitor"or
"Renovi ng Desktop Printing Software"” for infornmation about how to renove the
desktop printer software.

Turning O f the Desktop PrintMnitor

If you don't want to use desktop printers, you can turn off the Desktop
Print Moni tor using the Extensions Manager (avail able on Maci ntosh System 7.5,
the current version of the Mac OS).

To turn of f the Desktop PrintMnitor:

Open the Extensions Manager control panel in the Control Panels folder.

Cick to desel ect (uncheck) the Desktop PrintMonitor, Desktop Printer Extension,
and Desktop Printer Spooler extensions in the panel.

Step 3



Cick the close box to close the control panel.

Restart your conputer.

Renovi ng the Desktop Printing Software

The desktop printing software uses both the Desktop PrintMnitor and the

Print Moni tor software. The Desktop PrintMnitor requires 200-400K bytes nore
free systemnmenory in addition to the menory required by the PrintMnitor. |If
you don't want to use the desktop printing software, you can renove it.

To renove desktop printing software:

Restart your conputer with the extensions off by holding down the Shift key and
choosing Restart fromthe Special menu. Hold the Shift key down until the
nmessage "Extensions off" appears or until your normal desktop appears.

Drag the following files fromthe Extensions folder to the Trash:

- Desktop PrintMonitor 1.0.3
- Desktop Printer Spooler 1.0.3
- Desktop Printer Extension 1.0.3

Restart your conputer.

Usi ng Save or Qpen with Desktop Printers

When you choose Save or Open in your application programs, you will see your
desktop printers listed as if they were folders, but you should not save or open
any docunents in them If you do, you will not be able to access your

docunent s.

Havi ng Mbre Than Five Desktop Printers

If you want to have nore than five or six desktop printers, you must increase
t he Desktop PrintMnitor nmenory allocation by 12K for each additional desktop
printer you want. To do so, select its icon (it's in the Extensions folder

i nside the System Fol der), choose Get Info, type a |larger nunber in the



Preferred Size box, then close the Get |Info w ndow.

About Creating Duplicate Desktop Printer |cons

If you use different versions of the printer software and print using the
Desktop PrintMnitor, you nay create duplicate desktop printer icons for the
sane printer. For exanple, say you select between two versions of the
StyleWiter software. |If you select your printer in the Chooser using one
version, and select it later using the another version, two desktop printer
icons will appear for that printer. To avoid creating confusing duplicate
printer icons, primarily use one version of your printer software, or renanme the
icons with distinguishing nanes.

Usi ng Desktop PrintMnitor on a Non-English System

If no desktop printer icon appears after you install the printer software, it
may nmean the Installer installed PrintMonitor 7.1.2 and did not install the
Desktop PrintMonitor. (PrintMnitor 7.1.2 is installed if you have an ol der
version of the PrintMonitor. Newer versions of the PrintMnitor are not

repl aced.) You have three choices:

e Use PrintMonitor 7.1.2 (or a later version)

e htain a set of installation disks of the printer software in the
| anguage of your system software from your Apple-authorized deal er and
install it.

* Upgrade your systemsoftware to System 7.5 and install the printing
software again. An English-1anguage version of the Desktop PrintNMNbnitor
is installed.

Low Menory Troubl eshooti ng

If you notice any of these synptons, your Macintosh may be running out of
nenory.

—The edges of sone letters appear jagged.

— The Maci ntosh di splays "out of menory" warning nessages.

—Sone portions of a docunent don't print.

—Some text prints in the Geneva font instead of the font you sel ected.
To make nore nenory avail able, try these suggestions:

e Have only one program open at a tine.

* Increase the anmount of nenory you give to the programyou're printing
fromby using the Get Info command (as explained in the docunentation



that came with your Macintosh).

Use the Chooser to turn off background printing, as explained in Chapter
2 of the user nmanual

Renove any wat ermarks from your docunent.

In the Page Setup dial og box, choose Portrait (nornal) orientation
i nstead of Landscape (sideways) orientation

Choose Normal in the Print dialog box and Pattern in the Print Options
di al og box.

Desktop printing requires nore nenory to print than the old
PrintMonitor. You can renove desktop printing by using the custom
install option called "PrintMonitor 7.1 (no Desktop Printing)."

When you print in the background, if you often get a nessage that there
is not enough nmenory to print on a certain desktop printer, you can

gi ve that desktop printer nore nmenory by selecting its icon and
choosing the Get Info comand. Then increase the nunber in the
Preferred Size box. (For nmore information on increasing a programs
menory, see the docunentation that came with your Macintosh.)

As long as there are any print requests waiting to be printed, Desktop
Print Monitor (the desktop printing software) renains active in nmenory,
even when background printing is off. If you are not printing in the
background, you can renove all print requests fromyour desktop printer
gueues to reduce nenory requirements by 160K

Use the Menory control panel to turn on virtual nenory, as explained in
t he docunentation that cane with your Macintosh.

Try a program | i ke RanmDoubl er

See the "Troubl eshooting" chapter in the Color StyleWiter 2400 user
manual for nore suggestions.

Color Printing Tips

« When printing very light colors in grayscal e node, you nmay see thin

lines fade or break up. If this happens, pick a darker color for the

af fected object, or try printing with the Pattern halftoning option
selected. (In the Print dialog box, click the Color button, then sel ect
the Pattern option.)

If you print a docunment that should have a snooth gradi ent from one
color or shade to another and notice an unexpected col or change, it may
be that one of the colors in the gradi ent cannot be reproduced by the
printer. Try using a different matching method in the Col or Options

di al og box, or try turning off Col orSync.



e If the blues on your printout appear purple, turn on ColorSync in the
Col or di al og box.

* In sone prograns, colors on the screen may | ook solid but contain tiny
bl ack dots when printed. To print solid blocks of color wthout these
bl ack dots, use the Business G aphics color-nmatching method. In the
Print dialog box, click the Color button. In the Color Options dialog
box that appears, nake sure there is an X in the Col orSync box, and then
sel ect Busi ness G aphics fromthe Mtchi ng Met hod pop-up nenu.

If your colors still have too many bl ack dots, create the document in a program
that allows you to define each color, then make the color fully saturated. For
exanple, to print yellow without any black dots in it, use your programto
define the yellow you are using as 100% red and 100% green wi t hout any bl ue.

Wat er mar k Ti ps

When using a watermark, nake sure the font that is in the watermark file is al so
in the Fonts folder inside your System Folder. |If you give the watermark file
to someone, they also need any fonts that it uses in order to use the watermark
in their own docunents.

Ti ps on Sharing Your Printer

« To avoid confusion, be sure to give each shared Color StyleWiter 2400
printer a unique nane. If you have nore than one printer with the sane
name in a single AppleTal k zone, the Chooser will display only one of
t hem

e To clean the print head of a shared Color StyleWiter 2400, you nust
send the request fromthe Macintosh that is directly connected to the
printer.

O her Printing Tips

« If you see very thin stripes near the bottom of your printout, use your
application programto nmake your bottommargin larger. A bottomnargin
of 0.8 inches or greater is best.

 For best results when printing envel opes, do not put inmages or text
al ong the bottom edge of the envel ope.

Printing Wth Qi ckDraw GX

I f you have Qui ckDraw GX on your system the Color StyleWiter 2400 Installer



will automatically install everything you need for printing with Qi ckDraw GX

e If you installed QuickDraw GX after you set up your Color StyleWiter
2400, you must reinstall the Color StyleWiter 2400 software.

« After you click the Print button to print a conplex document, you may
notice a delay before you see printer activity.

If printing with QuickDraw GX doesn't produce satisfactory results, you can use
the GX Helper utility to turn off QuickDraw GX and use the regul ar Qui ckDraw
printing software. For nore information, see Appendix E of your user nanual .

Using the Color StyleWiter 2400 Wth Application Prograns

If you have problens printing froma specific program it nay be a problemin
that program If you have problens, contact the publisher of the program In
sone cases a newer, nore conpatible version of the software nmay be avail abl e.

e In sone prograns—such as Mcrosoft Word 5.1, WrdPerfect 3.0, darisWrks 2.0,
and Symantec GreatWrks 2.0—+otated text created within the program may print

wi th jagged edges. For best results, create the rotated text in another program
and paste it in.

Not es About Specific Prograns

The following |ist describes sonme special situations that you should be aware of
when working with specific prograns. (There may be other problens with these
progranms or with other progranms not nentioned in this docunent).

AdobeType Manager

« When you install version 3.8.1 or later of Adobe Type Manager, sone system
fonts are rempved fromyour systemand placed in a folder called "De-installed
Fontsl." If you later turn off ATM drag all the fonts in the "De-installed
Fontsl1" folder back into the Fonts folder inside the Systemfolder to prevent
characters with jagged edges.

« If you rotate Adobe Type 1 fonts in FreeHand 3.11 and then paste theminto
anot her program your Macintosh will display a systemerror when you try to
print.

e If you print rotated Adobe Type 1 fonts using FraneMaker 4.0, your Macintosh
will display a systemerror.

e If you print rotated Adobe Type 1 fonts that are also bold or italic using
Intellidraw, and text will not print, you probably need to upgrade to ATM
version 3.8.1.

e If you get incorrect output when you try to print rotated and flipped Adobe
Type 1 fonts, try using a TrueType font instead.



 When Adobe Type 1 fonts are both outlined and underlined, characters may be
m sprinted (incorrect locations, nultiple characters in sane |ocation, |ower
portions of characters shift left or right).

Adobe Di nensi ons

* Always print your documents in the foreground when using Adobe Di nensions. To
turn background printing off, open the Chooser, click Of for Background
Printing. |If you accidentially print in background and your Maci ntosh crashes,
you may have to restart with extensions off, open your desktop printer and drag
all print requests fromthe queue.

Adobe Illustrator 5.0

e Unless you have at least 10 MB of free di sk space on your startup disk, you
will see a "disk is full"™ error nmessage when you try to print. The nore conpl ex
t he docunment, the nore space you need.

 If banding occurs in gradient fills, try printing with the Pattern hal ftoning
option selected. (In the print dialog box, click the Col or button, then select
the Pattern option.)

Al dus PageMaker 5.0

» To see the Color StyleWiter 2400 Page Setup and Print dial og boxes, click the
Setup button in PageMaker's Print dialog box.

« When printing rotated PICT or EPS i mages, be sure background printing is
turned on in the Chooser. |If you must print in the foreground, rotate the image
in another program then inmport it into PageMaker in the orientation in which
you plan to print it.

e« PageMaker 5.0 prints pages in reverse order on the Color StyleWiter 2400,

whi ch may be particularly confusing if you are using 2-up or 4-up printing. To
print the first page first, turn on the Reverse Order option in the Print dialog
box.

ClarisbDraw 1.0v1l

« If you have problens printing in the background, you may want to increase the
Desktop PrintMonitor extension's preferred size to 300K (by using the Get Info
conmmand, as explained in the instructions that came with your Macintosh). The
extension is located in the Extensions folder inside your System Fol der.

darislnpact 1.0v1

« If you have problens printing darislnmpact docunents froma Power Macintosh,
upgrade to darislnpact 1.0v3.

Del taGraph Pro 2.0.3

« When printing charts, always click the QuickDraw button in the Print dialog
box.



FraneMaker 4.0

* Sone FrameMaker docunents, including sone the Concern. Doc sanpl e docunent that
conmes with the program wll not print with version 3.8.1 of Adobe Type Manger.
If you try to print a docunent and your system crashes, try printing again after
turning off or renoving the ATM sof tware.

e If you inport text as a graphic, you can crop it on the screen but it wll
print uncropped.

* Rotated text in large point sizes will print as a gray box. For best results,
break up the text blocks into snaller pieces or individual characters.

MacDraw Il 1.1 v2

e To print in color, be sure to turn on the Print Color Patterns in the Print
Options dialog box and select Color in the Image pop-up nmenu in the Print dialog
box.

« If you experience problens when printing your MacDraw Il docurment with | ayout
of 2-Up or 4-Up, try using a different program |ike C arisDraw

M crosoft Excel 4.0 and Lotus 1-2-3

e To print in color, be sure to check the Print Using Color option in the Print
di al og box and select Color in the |Inage pop-up nmenu.

M crosoft Excel 5.0

e If colored cell borders drop out when printing, try using yellow or brown or
you can use the line tool in the Drawing tools pal atte.

« When you choose the Page Setup command, you get Excel's own version of the
Page Setup dialog box. Cick the Options button to see the version of the dial og
box with the special Color StyleWiter 2400 options.

M crosoft Wrd 6.0

 When you cancel a print request from M croSoft Wrd 6.0, sone of the document
will still print. |If you are using desktop printing, try stopping the print
gueue on your desktop printer and then renoving the print request instead of
cancelling. To do this, click on you desktop printer icon and select Stop Print
Queue fromthe Printing menu.

Ooto 2.0

* For best results, make a customcalibration for the Color StyleWiter 2400 and
click the Custom Profile button.

The Print Shop v1.3.2

e To print in color, select ImageWiter in the Preferences dial og box.



Print Shop Deluxe 1.0

« Make sure you open your docunent before printing.

Sof t Wndows 1.0

e You may not be able to print to your Color StyleWiter 2400 from Soft W ndows.
Contact Insignia Solutions Inc. for nore infornation on printing from

Sof t W ndows.

Studio/8 v 2.0 and Studio/32 v 1.2

e Always click the QuickDraw button in the Print dialog box.
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
