3) Ensure that the manual paper sensor isn't exerting too nuch pressure on
t he paper.

4) Ensure that the paper guide isn't exerting too nuch pressure on the
paper .

5) Ensure that the tractor assenbly is working properly and that the paper
isn"t slipping.

6) Ensure that the print-head gap is correct (see "Shins" in Section 5,
Addi tional Procedures, in the Technical Procedures).

7) Ensure that the paper bail isn't exerting too much pressure on the
paper .

8) Set a top and bottommargin of 1 inch (the areas where the squashed |ine
or misregistration problens will be nost apparent).

9) Try using 20-pound paper
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
