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I"'mtrying to use the ImageWiter LQwith my Macintosh LC with the Apple
Ile Card installed. Wen | print from Maci ntosh software, everything works
fine. Wien | try to print fromApple Ile software, it looks |ike printing
is going to start, but the printer never responds and the program never
returns fromtrying to print.
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The ImageWiter LQ defaults to a baud rate of 19,200. The Maci ntosh
defaults to 19,200. However, the Printer Card device in the Option Pane
defaults to 9600. This is what causes the print job to fail

To get the Apple Ile Card out of the attenpt to print to the |ImageWiter
LQ power off the ImageWiter LQ This will cause nost applications to
abort the attenpt to print, and return to normal operation, thus retaining
any unsaved worKk.

There are two wor kar ounds:

- If you AREN T using the ImageWiter LQ fromthe Maci ntosh, set the D P
switches on the LQto 9600. This is SW-1 closed and SW2-2 cl osed.
It's the opposite of the default (both sw tches open), and all ows use of
the Printer Card device in the Ile Card Option Panel

- If you're using the ImageWiter LQ fromboth the Macintosh and the Ile
Card, then you need to nake changes in the Ile Card Opti on Panel

1) Go to the Slots device, and nove the Printer Card icon fromslot 1 to
the Spare Cards area.

2) Select the appropriate Serial Card icon (nodem port or printer port),
and place it in slot 1.

3) Select the appropriate Serial Card icon (printer port or nodem port)
fromthe scrolling device list.
