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As ImageWiter and ImageWiter |l printers age the lubricants used on the
carriage shaft accumul ate dust and ot her contami nants. |nstead of addi ng
additional lubricants on top of the old ones it is recommended that the old
[ ubricants and contam nants first be renpved.

A snal |l anmount of WD-40 lubricant or other de-greasing solution applied to a
lint free cloth can be used to renmove the old lubricants. Be sure to clean the
carriage shaft(s) conpletely to minimze carriage friction. Never spray the

| ubricant or de-greaser directly into the printer

Once all of the old lubricant has been renoved apply four drops of telous oil or
Floil G488 lubricant to a clean lint-free cloth and wipe it onto the carriage
shaft(s). Another nmethod is to apply four drops of oil to the felt w pers which
are | ocated under the carriage assenbly.
