» Photoshop uses it's own col or space conversion when you convert inages from
RGB to CMYK. A better solution is to keep the inmage in RGB space, which allows
Col orSync to use the input and output device profiles for conversion when
printing an inage.

 Conponents of the file are based on a different nmonitor profile. |In other
words, some of the images in the file may have been inported fromanother file
that had a different input profile. If this is the case, the colors are not
bei ng mapped properly. The inmages should be inported using the current
environnent profiles, and then printed using Col or Sync Col or Matchi ng.
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
