12/600 PS and Col or LaserWiter 12/660 PS printers to a Solaris workstation
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Overview of Solaris Printing

Solaris 2.3, 2.4 and 2.5 printing use |Ip printing available with UNI X System 5.
Solaris includes two utilities that add BSD features to the Ip printing system

e I psystem- register renpte systens with the print service.
This utility supports SystemV network printing and provides conpatability with
BSD network printing (I pd)

e Ipr - send job to the printer.
This utility is actually version of |Ip that supports |pr flags, for backwards
conpatability to SunCsS 4. x

The following instructions are provided for Solaris (SunOS 5.x) system

admini strators. SunCS 4.x (sonetinmes called Solaris 1.x) are in the Col or
LaserWiter 12/600 PS manual. SunGOS 4.x is a version of BSD UNI X and uses | pr
for printing.

Before configuring the Solaris system the Color LaserWiter 12/600 PS needs to
be installed on the Ethernet network and asigned an | P address. See your Col or
LaserWiter 12/600 PS User's Guide for detailed instructions.

Appl e Conputer supports printing only from Solaris 2.x over ethernet using
TCP/IP and Ip to the Color LaserWiter 12/600 PS printer. Alternative forms of
printing with other protocols, such as PAP in Appletal k, or physical connections
such as direct parallel connections are possible, but not supported by Apple
Comput er I nc.

Steps for Solaris:



Sel ect "print manager"

Fromthe "Edit" Menu select "Add Printer”

Sel ect "Add access to renote printer”

Set the "Printer Name"

The printer nane is the name of the printer queue refered to in I p conmand. For
exanple, if you create a printer queue called "colorlw', you would print with
the using the foll ow ng:

Ip -d colorlw <fil enane>

Set the "Printer Server"

Use the hostnane or I P address of the printer. The hostnane should be entered in
the /etc/hosts file, NS database or DNS

Verify or change "Print Server OS' to "BSD'

Cick "add" when done. The new printer appears in the Print manager w ndow.
Change the file contents to Post Script.

Select "edit" -> "nmodify" -> "name of printer"

Change the "file contents" to "PostScript" and click apply. The default is
"any

CAick "apply" to save changes.



Setting the "file contents to PostScript" allows all files to print to the Col or
Laserwriter correctly. Wthout naking this change, text jobs sent to the printer
using Ip and Ipr will not print.

Printing from Specific Applications

The Color LaserWiter 12/600 PS and Col or LaserWiter 12/660 PS printers accept
only PostScript print jobs. If configured properly, Solaris converts text jobs
to a basic PostScript job that results in plain, portrait, courier text output.

e Printtool: Openwi ndows tool for printing files

Printtool creates PostScript jobs and will work normally. Users can type in path
nanes or use drag and drop icons fromthe file nmanager to the icon well. The
default format will product 2-UP | andscape output that has been "prettied" in
the mp utility.

« MAE: The virtual Macintosh

MAE produces PostScript using Iprwiter. Set Iprwiter to "lp -d <printer queue
nane>" |f AppleTalk is supported on the Ethernet, MAE users can use LaserWiter
driver and print using AppleTalk as well. MAE users can |oad the Col or
LaserWiter Software into MAE, but should be aware that ColorSync 2.0 will NOT
cailibrate color when printing using Iprwiter. MAE users MJST use the
Laserwriter 8.3 driver and print using Appl eTal k.

e Ip - send requests to an LP print service

Ipis the standard |ine comand used for printing files in SystemV UN X

For exanpl e:

Ip -d colorlw <fil enane>

e Ipr - send job to the printer

Al though Solaris is SystemV, an lpr utility is provided. The | pr comand is a
front end to Ip and is not a normal version of |pr. However the differences
shoul d not affect the use of the Color LaserWiter 12/600 PS printer

Exanpl e print command:

I pr -P colorlw <fil enane>
