Hewl ett - Packard uses different printer control |anguages -- including HPGL and
PCL -- for their different printers. HPG is comonly used by CAD/ CAM type
progranms for outputting to plotters; PCL is used by nore common, generic
prograns for outputting to HP LaserJets and simlar printers.

Appl e's PostScript LaserWiters enulate Diablo 630s. In addition, the
LaserWiter IINTX emul ates an HP LaserJet Plus; therefore, a programthat uses
PCL and is LaserJet Plus conpatible can print to the LaserWiter |1NTX when the
LaserWiter IINTX is in its LaserJet Plus emul ati on node. Again, you cannot
print an HPGL print file directly (without file translation) on the LaserWiter
I I NTX.

If you want to print to an Apple LaserWiter, you nust use a programthat
supports a Diablo 630, LaserJet Plus, or PostScript-conmpatible printer. If your
program and drivers do not support these types of printers, you need to export
and, possibly, translate the data before inporting the data to a programthat
does -- whether that programruns on a PC, Macintosh, or another system
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
