In an effort to prevent m suse, Adobe Systens wi thheld the publishing of any

nmet hods for resetting the page count on PostScript printers using their code.
Al though there are legitimate reasons for resetting the page count, Adobe and
Apple will not publish this information

In order to properly track the page count for maintenance purposes, it is
reconmended t hat you place a sticker inside the printer which notes the date and
t he page count when the printer was serviced. This will help ensure that the
ozone filter and other consunable itens are replaced at the recomended

i nterval s.
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
