NOTE:

Post Script ROVMs are unaffected by this |1 OP upgrade. The PostScript ROVs in the
LaserWiter 16/600 printer are unchanged; the current version is version 1.0,
which is the same version that originally shipped with the printer.

Printer Not Avail able in Chooser

The Apple LaserWiter 16/600 PS does not respond to Ethernet traffic. It can not
be seen in the Chooser.

Restarting the printer tenporarily resolves this problem There are presently
two shipping LaserWiter 16/600 PS | OP ROM versions, version 1.0 and 2.0.
Recommend custoners upgrade their LaserWiter 16/600 PS printer's 10P to v2.0.
These ROM revisions are printed on the startup page, vertically on the right
mar gi n.

You can al so use the Apple Printer Utility to check what version of the |1 OP ROV
the LaserWiter has installed:

Launch the Apple Printer Uility, select the zone in which the LaserWiter
16/ 600 is located, click to select the printer, click Open Printer.

Click the arrowto the left of Printer Information, and note the version of the
Post Script and | OP ROMs |isted under ROM Revi sion. The 1/ O ROM should be 2.0.



Printer Available in Chooser

The Apple LaserWiter 16/600 PS can be seen in the Chooser, but you cannot print
to it.

Restarting the printer may tenporarily resolve this issue, as will updating to
v2.0 | OP ROM

NOTE:

The printer may require another solution instead, as simlar synptonms may be
caused by sone versions of printer drivers or routers. Follow the workarounds
below i f the two suggesti ons above do not address the synptons.

* The synptom nay be caused by earlier versions of the LaserWiter 8.x drivers.
Upgrade to LaserWiter 8.2.2 or later driver software.

* Simlar synptons are caused by a Nane Bi nding Protocal (NBP) gleaning problem
in sone routers, including Csco routers and the Apple Internet Router 3.0. To
work around this problemwith C sco routers, upgrade the Cisco software to v10.2
or later or turn NBP gleaning off. To work around this problemw th an Apple
Internet Router, update the Ethernet driver with Network Software Installer 1.5
or later. Both these routers induce the synptons only under specific

ci rcumnst ances.

NOTE:
LaserWiter driver or gleaning problens are not specific to the LaserWiter
16/ 600 PS printer. Oher printers or devices may al so be affected.

Synptoms Cccurring with Dayna Pat hFi nder Routers

The LaserWiter 16/600 PS is not visible on networks routed by Dayna Pat hFi nder
Rout er s.

This synmptomis caused by the LaserWiter 16/600 PS booting with a source
network of 1 and the Pat hFi nder not asserting itself to tell the printer what
network range it should be in (nost |ikely a nunber other than 1). In turn, the
Pat hFi nder does not respond to the printer's request for zone infornmation,
resulting in devices not being able to |ocate the printer

O her synptons may occur when nultiple routers exist in addition to the Dayna
Pat hFi nder (including not being able to locate the printer in the Chooser, not
being able to open a connection with the Chooser, and receiving PostScript

errors when printing). A network trace may reveal that the PathFinder is not
responding to the printer's Zone Information Protocal/Get Net Info (ZIP GNI's).

These synptons are addressed in the v2.0 1OP ROM Service Providers should
repl ace the ROM

Sl ow Printing



The LaserWiter 16/600 PS is slow when using Farall on PhoneNET Star
Controllers.

VWhen a LaserWiter 16/600 PS is connected to a Farallon PhoneNET StarController,
print jobs sent to the printer take a long time to print (typical) or may fail
(rare) with PostScript errors. The reason for this symptomis that the
LaserWiter 16/600 PS begins transmtting prematurely after receiving the
StarController's Local Tal k Link Access Protocal (LLAP) packet.

This synmptomis addressed in the v2.0 1OP ROM Service Providers should repl ace
t he ROM

| OP Does Not O ose Jobs Correctly

The 1 OP does not close jobs correctly (that is, when a PostScript error is
encountered) w thout an End of File (EOF) nmessage; a second job follow ng the
first gets flushed by the PostScript interpreter (to the second job's EOF), so
neither the first job having the error nor the second job prints. Athird job
will print fine.

This synmptomis addressed in the v2.0 1OP ROM Service Providers should repl ace
t he ROM

LED Continues to Blink

The Ready/In Use LED continues to blink for five mnutes when spooling jobs
froman Appl eShare print server.

The LaserWiter 16/600 PS printer's Ready/In Use light will blink for five
mnutes following a print job spooled to it froman Appl eShare Print Server,
until the "wait tineout" tinmer actually times out. If the printer is rel eased
fromwithin the print server, the blinking stops imediately. If jobs are sent
directly to the printer, the printer stops blinking as soon as the job is
printed. This synptom does not interfere with printing.

This cosnetic synptomis resolved by updating to the v2.0 | OP ROM

Synptonms Not Associated with | OP ROM

The following issue is unrelated to the |OP ROM The LaserWiter 16/ 600 PS
returns to the default zone after being turned on.

The configuration switch on the LaserWiter 16/ 600 PS nmust be in the up position
if you want zone changes made with the Apple Printer Utility to be persistent
across power cycles.

NOTE:

The version v2.0 | OP ROM addresses only the synptons listed in previous

sections. If the LaserWiter 16/600 PS printer is experiencing other synptons,
foll ow standard troubl eshooti ng procedures outlined on the Service Source CD ROM
