Unfortunately, what you're trying to do is NOT possible. You were

on the right track by trying to enbed PostScript into the M5 Wird docunent,
HOAEVER, the driver controls paper trays and thus overrides any tray

sel ection when a print job is sent.

Basically, the print driver is treating the mail nerge document as one
single print job and is sending down PostScript code to nanage the trays
according to what is selected in the Print Dialog for that "one" job.

Appl e engineering said that it would be very difficult to create PostScri pt
code to work around this. Qur only suggestion would be to see if other
applications also handle mail nerges as one large print job, or as

i ndi vi dual ones.
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
