There is no standard command within the PostScript | anguage to reset al
parameters to the default settings. However, it is possible to wite a

Post Scri pt programthat, when downl oaded to the LaserWiter, resets each
paranmeter individually to its default settings. Since a nunber of persistent
paraneters are product specific, this programwould have to be nodified for
each LaserWiter nodel: the LaserWiter, LaserWiter Plus, LaserWiter |INT and
NTX, and the Personal LaserWiter NIT.

The LaserWiter IIf and Ilg do have the ability to restore factory defaults
through a single command. This is a device specific feature, and will not work
on earlier LaserWiter nodels. The follow ng PostScript programw || restore
the factory defaults of either a LaserWiter IIf or Ilg.

TeachText docunent. Save the result, and download it with the LaserWiter
Uility's "Downl oad PostScript File" feature.

Note that the user definable settings for push-wheel positions 6-9 will also
revert to their defaults after the programis downl oaded. This neans you mnust
be careful if the LaserWiter is connected to a Local Tal k network and you reset
the defaults. |If the default type for the mni-8 port at the current
push-wheel setting isn't Local Talk, reseting the defaults will disable your
ability to comunicate with the LaserWiter and can disrupt network traffic.
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
