I've downl oaded nore than 400 PostScript fonts onto the HD30 SC.

Instead of getting an increase in the systemthroughput, |I'm now experiencing
del ays approximately 5 to 6 tines |onger than before the hard di sk was
conmmi ssi oned.

The utilities are current, and |I'musing LaserWiter Driver 5.2, running under
System 6.0.3. Do you have any suggestions as to why this problem has occurred?
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According to the Addi son-Wesl ey LaserWiter Reference Manual (I SBN
#0- 201- 19258- 6), Chapter 2, page 46:

"When the PostScript interpreter encounters the input /Palatino findfont,
it first searches the FontDirectory (in nmenory), then searches the disk
file systemfor the file naned fonts/Palatino. |If that search succeeds,
Post Scri pt executes the file, thereby loading it into virtual nenory and
regi stering the nane Palatino in the FontDirectory."

Ther ef ore, whenever the LaserWiter nust find a font to use, it nust search ALL
avai l able fonts -- starting fromits own nenory, then going to any attached
hard disks -- to locate the proper font. It then nust download it, as if from
the system for it to be available for use. Wth a directory of over 400
fonts, the search and downl oad take a great deal of extra tine.
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
