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The fonts installed on the LaserWiter |INTX hard drive appear as though they
were in the LaserWiter I NTX ROM Adobe and Apple designed the hard drive
option so that the LaserWiter |IINTX operates transparently, and the user can
access additional fonts without having to download themwi th utilities.
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
