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LaserWiter Ilsc is a personal laser printer that conmuni cates through the SCSI
port. The LaserWiter Ilsc controller consists of:

- two 50-pin SCSI connectors

The printer ROM does NOT contain a page description |anguage such as the

Post Scri pt | anguage interpreter. Al imaging is done in the Macintosh using
Qui ckDraw and a set of specially designed four tinmes (4x) fonts (such as 48,
56, 72, 96 point) which are stored in the Macintosh System File. QuickDraw
conmands are intercepted and translated by the LaserWiter Ilsc driver, which
draws each object into an offscreen bit-map in the Mcintosh RAM

The LaserWiter Ilsc is configured with 1 negabyte of dynamic RAM which is
primarily used as a page-frane buffer for constructing the bit-nmpped page

i mage. They are 64-pin printer SIMVs, 120 nS access tine, and interchangeabl e
with the LaserWiter Ilntx SIMvs.

Even t hough the hardware supports up to 4 negabytes of RAM the software
utilizes only 1 nmegabyte -- which is all that is required to represent a full
page bit map.

The host sends bit-napped data and control conmands to the LaserWiter Ilsc
control l er over the SCSI bus; there is no support for the AppleTal k Personal
Net wor k or serial conmmunications.

SCSI Address Switch

This is the only switch on the controller panel. It is a pushwheel -type switch
with a nuneric display that indicates the address to the user. It will be
preset to SCSI address "4".

CAUTI ON: The SCSI Address Switch should al ways be assigned a value in the range
of 2 to 6; an internal SCSI hard disk is always ID "0" (zero) and the

Maci ntosh is always ID "7". The SCSI |ID nunber for the printer nust be
different fromany SCSI hard disk in the SCSI chain. There is a renote
possibility that data on a hard disk which is inadvertently assigned the sane
ID as the printer would be destroyed when attenpting to print to the printer

SCSI Port

There are two 50-pin SCSI connectors on the controller panel. Only ONE
Maci nt osh nay be connected to the printer at one time. The LaserWiter Ilsc
does supply term nator power to the connectors, but does not have an interna
term nat or.
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
