In March of 1991, this problemis fixed by using TrueType-conpatible
printer drivers. Apple introduced the TrueType font scaling software
which is bundled with both the StyleWiter and the Personal LaserWiter LS
printers. The TrueType conpatible drivers are available on a Mcintosh
Printing Tools disk which contains the drivers for the following printers:
