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Bot h are based on the same design, but there are four nmjor differences:

- The I'1g has 5MB of RAM which is the mininmumrequired for PhotoG ade
printing. The IIf can support PhotoG ade with the addition of a 4MB RAM
Upgr ade kit.

- Ethernet is built into the Ilg. It is not available on the I1f.

- The processor on the Ilg runs at 25Mhz conpared to 20Mz for the I1f.

- The I'If is |less expensive.
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
