Do the comunication paraneters need to be changed? Currently |I'musing the
same paraneters as | did for ny LWIINI. How can | set options for different
paranmeters (baud rate, parity, data bits, stop bits, flow control, protocol
node) on the printer?
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The printing problemis caused by different comunications settings on the |IBM
and the Ilg. The IINT manual recommends serial settings of 9600, N, 7, and 1
(page 113). The Ilg manual does not reconmend a specific serial setting, but
does provide a table of switch configurable settings (page 101). Unfortunately,
there is not a switch setting on the Ilg that matches the || NT recomrended
setting. Fortunately, we can bridge the gap

1) The easiest method is to select one of the user-definable
configuration options (page 101 of the LaserWiter® IIf and Ilg
Owner’s @Quide) on the Ilg that nost closely resenbles those
desired and change the IBM PC to natch. Switch position 7 would
only require changes to the baud rate and data bits and the
foll owi ng PostScript code could then be used to change those
settings:
