LaserWriter: Connecting to a Macintosh via Serial Cable (2/97)
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If a user has a single Macintosh and a LaserWiter, is it necessary to connect
the two using Local Tal k connectors, or would a serial connection like the
Peri pheral 8 cable work? Wuld there be any drawbacks to this?
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It is possible to connect a Macintosh to a LaserWiter and print using a serial
cabl e, though there are drawbacks and only a few LaserWiters are officially
supported serially. The serial port on LaserWiters manufactured after the
original LaserWiter is nornmally used for Local Talk and can be identified by its
mni-circular 8 port.

Here is a partial list of LaserWiter printers Apple fully supports using a
Peri pheral 8 serial cable.

* - To change the printer nane or toggle the startup page, you cannot use a
serial cable. Instead a Ethernet or Local Tal k connection is needed.

Al most every Apple PostScript LaserWiter printer manufactured after 1995 can
use a serial cable. Consult your LaserWiter User's @iide, it contains
connection instructions. If your LaserWiter printer supports serial printing,
instructions are provided.



The one drawback to a serial connection on LaserWiter printers designed for
Local Talk is that you | ose access to other network services since the Local Tal k
port is being used by the serial cable.

Ref erence the User's @uide for correct printer port settings. You nmay have to
change t he pushwheel nunber or the dip switches.
