RET
snmooths text and lines. 1t doesn't inprove images. M crofine toner
doesn't inprove the resolution of images; it just has smaller average
toner particles. Since a single 300-dpi dot uses a nunmber of particles,
smal l er toner has nmininmal inmpact on print quality.
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
