Post Script, setting their passwords is a bit different from previous
nodels. This is primarily because Level 2 uses two different passwords --
one to secure system paraneters, and another to secure use of the startjob
operator. You will probably want to change both. This will achieve
simlar functionality to the Level 1 setpassword operator. Here is sanple
code to change both passwords:

<</ Password (0) /StartJobPassword (2)>> setsystenparans
<</ Password (0) /SystenParansPassword (2)>> setsystenparans

In both cases, the string follow ng the /Password nane nust equal the
current SystemnParansPassword. This password is required in order to change
either the StartJobPassword or the SystenParanmsPassword. Once these two
have been redefined, the level of security is identical to that avail able

t hrough the set password operator in a Level 1 inplenmentation. The two
passwords need not be equal, and can be strings of up to 32 non-nul
characters. You can use an integer instead (as with Level 1), but
internally it will be converted to a string containing the ASClI
representations of each digit. Here is a version of the above code that
changes both passwords, each to a different integer

Once this is sent, the value 4 or string (4) will be required as a password
to change settings.
