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LaserWriter: Problem Printing on Second Side

Sone peopl e have had a problemprinting two-sided pages on a LaserWiter.
The pages print fine on the first side, but when printing on the second
side, the ink smears at the top and the bottom of the page. There is no
probl em when the paper is manually fed into the printer. This can happen
even when you're not using special paper

The probabl e cause of the snearing or srmudging is the fact that
LaserWiters fuser rollers have a snall anmount of |ubricant on them The
second pass may pick up sonme of this lubricant, causing the problem

Your best bet is to experinent with other paper stock until you find one
that is less sensitive to the minute anbunt of lubricant. Consider using
paper that is specifically designed for use with photocopiers or |aser
printers. Definitely avoid the Xerographic paper that is designed to have
the i mage placed strictly on one side. For nore details on papers, search
