However, any paper or ink used with the LaserWiter nust be able to
withstand the tenperature of the fuser roller. This tenperature varies

bet ween 165 and 180 degrees centigrade. It takes an 8.5-inch by 11-inch

pi ece of paper approximtely 5.8 seconds to travel over the fuser roller or
approximately 1.5 inches per second.
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
