8MB of nenory.

Wth 8MB of menory, both printers can use PhotoG ade at 300 dpi (dots per
inch) and can print at 600 dpi

O her Features

The LaserWiter Pro 630 has two extra features that the LaserWiter Pro 600
doesn't have.

e The 630 has a built-in Ethernet conmmunications port that allows faster data
transm ssion fromthe conputer to the LaserWiter Pro 630 and may help
docunents print faster

» The 630 al so has internal and external SCSI ports that allow the user
to attach SCSI hard disks for storage of additional fonts.
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
