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Dependi ng on why you want to use a serial connection, a System Peripheral 8
cable (Apple Part # MD197) may be a better solution. If you use the RS-232 port
(DB-9) on the LaserWiter Pro 630, you cannot use the standard LaserWiter
printer driver. APDA at one time provided an asynchronous printer driver, but
this driver is no longer avail able.

If you use the Local Talk port (Din-8) on the LaserWiter Pro 630, you can use
the standard LaserWiter printer driver. This doesn't provide you with
asynchronous conmuni cations to the printer, but using the standard LaserWiter
printer driver is the method Apple reconmends.
