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The remaining 5.7MB of nmenory is used for a variety of things, although nost
of it is allocated to a frane buffer where the actual page is inmged.

Since |legal -size (8.5 by 14 inches) is the |argest avail able page size, the
menory required for a |l egal -sized page can be cal culated by nultiplying the
total inmageable area (8.5 by 14) by the highest vertical and horizonta
resolution in dots-per-inch (600 by 600). This calculation cones out to
roughly 5MB

The 2.3MB of "free" menory is used for such things as the Post Scri pt
interpreter itself, PostScript dictionaries, display list, font caching, and
program nenory.
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
