VPT provi des a nmeans of suppl enenting device drivers by automatically enabling
selected printer capabilities w thout nodifying the device driver. This is
particularly inportant to operating systens with applications specific device
drivers such as M5-DOS, UNI X and VM5

Increased reliability



VPT can reduce the |ikelihood of printer hangs by having the i maging controller
automatically determine if it has reached an abnornmal state and instructing the
network interface to discard the current print job and go on to the next.

Character M B, and RS-232 MB. Future plans call for proprietary MBs for ful
printer managenent through SNMP managenent stations.
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
