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Al LaserWiter Pro printers are shipped fromthe factory with their fuser
pressure rollers in the up position to prevent fuser rollers from devel opi ng
flat spots during long-termstorage. The fuser rollers nust be | owered before
printing to ensure good print quality. |If you print to the LaserWiter Pro
with its fuser rollers raised in their shipping position, the toner on your
docunents will not fuse properly and may easily be scraped or w ped from your
docunent s.

To |l ower the fuser pressure rollers:

1) Open the fuser assenbly doors on the left side of the printer and renove
t he packing materials.

2) Locate the fuser assenbly levers |ocated on either side of the nmetal frane
that supports the lower fuser roller

3) Lower the fuser assenbly levers (you will have to push firmy) all the way
to the bottomof their travel

4) dose the fuser assenbly doors and begin printing.
