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The optional fax card for the LaserWiter Select 360, uses a clock chip with a
3.6 volt lithiumbattery. If the fax card was shipped w thout setting the tine
and date, then it must be set before the clock starts keeping tine. The
LaserWiter Fax UWility allows you to set the date and tine.

If the fax card contains a dead battery, then you could set the proper tine and
date, but the card would continually lose the tine and date. If this happens,
you need to replace the battery (service part nunmber 742-0011%).

These
parts are not available to the general public because only authorized Apple
technici ans are approved to install them
