1) When you switch on a functional printer, all LEDs will illumnate for a
short tine.

2) The Ready LED extingui shes when no errors are found on the 1/0
control |l er board.

3) Then the Paper-Qut LED extingui shes when no errors are found on the RAM
card.

4) Finally the Jam LED extingui shes when no errors are found in the engine.

NOTE: In a functional printer, control will be passed on to the PostScript
interpreter at the end of this sequence.
