About LaserWiter Bridge

LaserWiter Bridge 1.0.1 is intended to be used with the LaserWiter Select 360
only. Do not try to use LaserWiter Bridge with other types of Local Tal k
printers, or with nore than one Local Tal k printer connected to a single “host”
Maci nt osh.

Before Installing LaserWiter Bridge

Before installing LaserWiter Bridge, you need to connect your Local Tal k printer
to a host Maci ntosh on an extended network. Refer to the nmanual that came with
your printer for instructions on connecting it to the Macintosh.

The host Maci ntosh requires:
- at least 4 negabytes (MB) of RAM
- systemsoftware version 7.0 or |ater
- the appropriate hardware and software for an extended network connection

Installing LaserWiter Bridge

1. Select your extended network (for exanple, EtherTalk) in the Network
control panel

2. Insert the LaserWiter Bridge floppy disk.

3. Drag the LaserWiter Bridge icon to the System Fol der icon

4. When asked if you want LaserWiter Bridge placed in the Control Panels
folder, click Yes.

5. Restart the host conputer.
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
