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The LaserWiter 6.0.1 driver changed two tinmer settings:

Previously, if part of a print job, a packet, intended for the LaserWiter got
lost and wasn't resent in tine to reach the LaserWiter within 30 seconds, the
print job would be flushed. This lowlevel tiner was elininated. (Now the

Post Script job will timeout after 5 minutes if a packet is "permanently” lost.)

Additionally, if the printer was busy printing sonething, like nmultiple copies
of a conpl ex docunent, the connection timer could time out. Now, the Macintosh
waits for 3 minutes (previously 2) for the printer to respond before tining

out .

The first job is much nore likely to occur on | arge networks where routers are
used. The second problemis nore prevalent with printing conplex docunments on
the slower LaserWiters (e.g., a LaserWiter IINT as conpared to a LaserWiter
I NTX)
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
