This code works fine for the LaserWiter Plus and LaserWiter |INT, but not
the Personal LaserWiter NTI. Can the Personal LaserWiter NT change its
network type?
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The Post Script setprinternane operator was not designed for changing the
LaserWiter's type. The operator should not allow any of these characters
as valid string conponents:

@ * = »
Whi |l e these characters may not al ways cause errors on ol der LaserWiters,
they do cause unusual behavior with the Personal LaserWiter NI. They are

i nvalid characters because they are field separators and wi |l dcards, as
defined by the Appl eTal k Nane Bi ndi ng Protocol (NBP)

The format of an NBP entity nane (such as a LaserWiter's Printer Access
Prot ocol server) is:

obj ect:type@one or Etch A Sketch:LaserWiter @andl ey3

If the ":" character were part of a LaserWiter's nanme, software
attenpting to address the LaserWiter would becone confused and not know



where the object's nane | eaves off or the type begins.

Wth the Personal LaserWiter NI, the setprinternane operator is only able
to change the object name. This forces the entire string into the object
entry. Because the ":" character is invalid, the product operator nust
be used to obtain a valid AppleTal k nane.

The LaserWiter Namer utility (shipped with each LaserWiter) prevents
users fromdefining names with invalid characters. But not all PostScript
interpreters enforce this restriction properly.
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
