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The Personal LaserWiter NTR has three different ports available for
connection with conputers. O these, you can only use the nini-8 connector
to share it with nmultiple computers. You nmust configure it for AppleTal k
conmuni cat i on.

The DB-25 and parallel ports accept input from standard conputer

i nterfaces, but these have no standards for a bus or network configuration
Printer sharing boxes do exist, and will likely work with the NTR, but we
haven't tested any of these. The only other way you can share the DB-25
and parallel ports is by connecting the NTRto a spool er that accepts jobs
from networ ked conputers. Novell NetWare has such a spool er

Not e: Because you can independently configure all three ports, you can
al ways share the Personal LaserWiter NTR with at |least three
di fferent conputers, wthout using AppleTalk. You can set the mini-8
and DB-25 ports to serial, and the parallel port always accepts
parallel input. Wth the nmini-8 port configured for AppleTalk, the
NTR can support an Appl eTal k network of conmputers in addition to a
serial and a parallel connection

Using the mni-8 connector in Local Tal k node all ows any Appl eTal k node to
print, whether Mcintosh, Ms-DOS, or otherwise. The only requirenent is
that the client support AppleTalk PAP (Printer Access Protocol) printing.
A product that provides this capability for M5-DOS i s PhoneNET Tal k, by
Faral l on Conputing, Inc. Wndows isn't at all necessary for this to work,
but W ndows applications tend to be nore PostScript aware since PostScript
drivers are included with Wndows. This nmakes those applications nore



likely to support the full capabilities of the NTR

Configuring the NTR for a Novell installation varies, depending on the
Net Ware server. However, it will be very much the same as configuring
other LaserWiter nodels for this task. The connection could be through
any of its ports, and it can then accept input from Macintosh or PC
conputers that have access to the NetWare server
