Wth the Maci ntosh Plus, use the Macintosh Peripheral Cable, M 0185, and
connect the 9-Pin end of the M0185 to the LaserWiter and the Mni-8 end to
the Maci ntosh Plus printer port.

To connect a single Macintosh or Macintosh XL to a LaserWiter w thout using
t he Appl eTal k connect or nodul es, construct a new cable using the follow ng
pi nout s:

Set the LaserWiter's node switch for "AppleTal k", use the control panel to
"Connect" Appl eTal k, and use "Chooser" to select the LaserWiter.

CAUTIONl' To avoid FCC Class B signal violation, this cable should be fully
shielded, as the data is at a very high rate and is not attenuated by the
connection boxes nornally used in AppleTal k.
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
