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Most of the problens originate with the software drivers, because the
hardware is sitting off by itself with only the Local Tal k connection as a
conpatibility factor. Because Local Talk is well docunented, you won't find
too many probl ens there.

The drivers are the biggest concern, because devel opers wite their
applications assunming that a printer driver will adhere to a certain set of
protocols. In addition, the driver needs to interact with the system
software. That inplies yet another set of standard protocols.
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
