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You can connect a LaserWiter IINT to a UNIX host with very little
difficulty. But since the LaserWiter |IINT has no Ethernet port, it's
going to be very difficult to connect it directly to an Et hernet network.

You can, however, connect the LaserWiter IINT to a UNIX host via a serial
connection. Then wuse the UNIX print spooler to allow other UN X hosts on
an Ethernet to print to the serially connected printer. You could use
Adobe Systens' Transcript software to allow PostScript printing fromthe
UNI X host. O you could put the printer into Diablo 630 emul ati on node
and use it just like any ASCII printer

You can connect the ImageWiter the sane way. O course PostScript style
out put woul d not be available, so the Transcript software won't be
necessary.
