According to the PostScript Language Reference Manual (I SBN #0-201-10174-2),
Appendi x D, Page 303:

"statusdict contains two operators (setjobtinmeout and jobtineout) with i medi ate
effects that do not persist fromone job to the next. The renaining statusdict
entries are not operators but ordinary data val ues such as Bool ean, integers,
and strings. They may be read and witten in the usual way by PostScri pt

di ctionary operators, such as get and put. There are no restrictions on
changi ng these paraneters; the effects of changes persist only until the end of
the current job.

There are several additional statusdict entries that are not documented. They
have to do with the operation of the server and are not intended for execution
by users prograns.”

The statusdict entry is "manual feed", which is a Boolean that controls whet her
the paper is to be fed manually (true) or fromthe paper tray (false)."

The syntax is basically the same as the Appl eTal k-type changes you have seen
previously.
