Efforts to resolve the problem

The custoner has a workaround that involves a couple of pages of
instructions on reformatting the output in Mcrosoft Wird. This is not a
tenable solution since it is very cunbersome on their staff
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You are correct in stating that our LaserWiter drivers do not insert a
carriage return (CR) every 128 characters. The carriage return is placed
after a very large nunber, which we were unable to determ ne. Basically,
this inplenentation design is because Maci nt oshes word-wap |ines that
are too |ong.

W understand that this may be an issue with some conmputers (such as the
VaxStations or the applications on then) so we will forward this
i nfornati on on to engi neering as an enhancement request.

Theoretically, it should be fairly easy to nodify the PostScript output to
include a carriage return every 128 characters or less with a Mcintosh
text editor or a Vax editor. As long as the carriage return is placed
before or after a space (the PostScript delineator), the files will be
fine. By the way, we also checked the line length of PostScript comments
produced by the driver and none exceeded 128 characters, so coments are
not an issue.
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
