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LaserWriter: Creating a Prep File

This article describes howto create a LaserPrep file. You can put this
file at the begi nning of any Maci ntosh-generated Postscript file (one
created with a Conmand-F after clicking the OK button on the print dialog
box). This technique includes an option which allows printing in fonts
other than Courier. Follow these steps:

1. Capture the LaserPrep header by pressing Command-K after clicking the OK
button on the print dialog box.

2. To use the header from another conputer, edit it as follows:
a. Search for the first Control-d and del ete everything that
follows (that's the PostScript description of the docunent you
printed).

b. Conment out (%

2. The line starting with the "waittinmeout"” conmand
3. The note conmand

4. The long hex string near the end of the file

5. The line before the "eexec" conmmand

c. To keep everything frombeing printed in Courier, add the foll ow ng
lines:
