Users with typesetting equi pnent and LaserWiters have run into the
problemthat the fonts generated by the LaserWiter are not quite the
same as those fromthe typesetter being used. This is causing some
probl ems when docunents are printed on machi nes other than the
LaserWiter.

This article describes a nmethod for determ ning the ASCI| assignnment of
any font.
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By sending a PostScript program (listed below) to a LaserWiter, a user
can determ ne which character is encoded to what ASCI| assignment for any
| aser font. For exanple, this specific programgives all ASCI| codes and
their respective characters for the Tines-Roman font. By changing the
nane of the font, where noted with the % and conment, the ASCI| assi gnnent
and character can be determ ned for any |aser font.
