This is a known problemwi th the LaserWiter driver and is discussed in
Maci nt osh Technical Note #312. Here is an excerpt fromthe technical note:

Li ke many Printing Manager calls, PrJobMerge is inplenmented by the
currently chosen printer driver. This nmakes sense after consideration --
since the printer driver may store job-specific informati on anywhere in the
print record, only the printer driver can correctly nmerge this into a
destination print record.

The LaserWiter driver's inplenentation of PrJobMerge has a few bugs in
versions 7.0 and 7.1.

Fun Thing #1

Hi storically, PrJobMerge hasn't worked correctly in the LaserWiter driver.
The driver does not correctly nerge all job-related data (like the nunber
of copies requested) into the destination print record, so printing

nmul tiple copies of nmultiple docunents fromthe Finder isn't really possible
with the LaserWiter driver



The only possible workaround is to present a different job dialog for each
docunent to be printed, but this isn't reconmended -- especially since the
job dialog doesn't tell you which docunent you’'re about to print.

Fun Thi ng #2

As if this wasn't enough excitenent for one driver, in versions 7.0 and 7.1
of the LaserWiter driver PrJobMerge actually nanages to destroy all the
job-specific information in the source print record after it doesn't copy
it into the destination print record.
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
