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The Naner utility, including version 7.0, appears to add a trailing space to
sonme printer nanes. W have been unable to deternine what causes the space to
be added.

Here is an alternate nethod for renanming the printer:

The printer nane is stored as a string in the persistent paraneters of al
LaserWiters. This string can be changed by the followi ng PostScript program

serverdict begin O exitserver
statusdi ct begin (NEWNAME) set printername

In your case, replace "NEWNAME" with "2040/1825 EUC LW". This program can
downl oad to the LaserWiter in batch or interactive node. Note that the
brackets are required. Make sure you have selected the correct LaserWiter
usi ng the Chooser before downl oading this program (so you don't rename the
wrong LaserWiter). The name can be up to 31 characters and shoul d consi st
entirely of printing characters--the "@ and ":" cannot be used.

This problem has been cured in version 7.4 of the LaserWiter UWility.
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
